Bishop Andrew writes: The resignation of the Archbish-
op of Canterbury this week, over failures in the Church
of England’s safeguarding processes and culture, is a
serious matter. Although the SEC is a completely sepa-
rate church, this has implications for us all. Safeguard-
ing in the Scottish Episcopal Church is a vitally im-
portant part of our life, and any concerns reported are
passed, without fail, to the SEC safeguarding team in
Edinburgh. Survivors are placed at the centre of any
response, and any issue raised is dealt with in a neces-
sary and proportionate manner, within the processes
and Canons agreed across the SEC. The Archbishop’s
resignation in our sister church may lead to changes in
their structures. We cannot be complacent in Scotland:
we remain committed to improving and learning in all
we do, to ensure that we are as safe a church as we
possibly can be for all.”

It is very simple to complete; at the least you
simply have to give details from your charge’s annual
energy bill(s) for 2023. Its importance is that it pro-
vides you with your carbon footprint for that year
and so you will be able to see how, in future years,
measures that you have put in place have reduced
your carbon emissions.
